At the start of the mixing process the same elec-
trostatic dispersion occurs but the presence of the lat-
eral chains, linked to the polymer backbone, generate 
a steric hindrance which stabilises the cement 
particles capacity to separate and disperse. This mech-
anism provides flowable concrete with greatly re-
duced water demand.
